
“Take Up Your Cross Daily” 

 

 Experiences such as the loss [of] a child or the unexpected or tragic death of a relative or friend produce 

immense sorrow. That kind of intense sorrow is what Zechariah means when he speaks of the remorse sinners feel 

over those they have hurt or even killed. In the context of this powerful image, the prophet Zechariah speaks of the 

transforming love God offers to his people. People of faith can extend this same love to others, especially those they 

have wronged or hurt, those who mourn, and those in need of hope. 

 

 In the Gospel reading, Jesus invites his disciples to feel that same kind of transforming of love. But doing so, 

as Jesus points out to the disciples, entails a personal cost. Disciples must take up the cross daily and follow him. 

 

 Like the parched earth mentioned in the psalm, our lives and world are thirsting for the transforming love of 

God. Through the cross of Christ, God offers us a way of love for ourselves and the world around us. 

 

“O God, you are my God whom I seek; / for you my flesh pines and my soul thirsts / like the earth, parched, 

lifeless and without water” (Psalm 63:2).
