Biblical Hospitality

Often mothers are great practitioners of hospitality. Even when grown children are trying to
get out the door for a long drive, mothers can be found making sandwiches and offering snacks for
our journey! Hospitality 1s a true gift and in many Catholic parishes we have discovered the
promise it holds for us as a ministry to strangers and new people who cross our doors. We are not
simply ushers who show people where to sit, but greeters who truly welcome people into the
Church. We are richer churches because we have made room in our Churches with this practice.

The Scripture readings from the Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time invite us to imagine
ways to make room for God. Biblical hospitality often meant that, in welcoming strangers, the
hosts found they welcomed God or his messengers. Like Sarah and Abraham who will be surprised
by the arrival of a long awaited son or Mary who sat at the Lord’s feet, God may surprise us when

we make room for him.
She had a sister named Mary who sat beside the Lord at his feet

listening to him speak (Luke 10:39).
