 In the reading from the Gospel according to Luke, the Twelve have five loaves and two fish and so they tell 

Jesus to send the crowds away to find their own lodging and food. Jesus, however, wishes to do otherwise. Earlier, 

Jesus had instructed the Twelve for their mission saying, “Take nothing for the journey, neither walking stick, nor 

sack, nor food, nor money, and let no one take a second tunic” (Luke 9:3). It seems they have quickly forgotten they 

need not worry about having enough to eat. 

 

 With the small amount of food, Jesus feeds all five thousand. An impossible task becomes possible through 

Christ! On the solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, we celebrate with great joy the gift of the 

Eucharist. Jesus, by giving us his body and blood, gave us the possibility of new life. Go forth from the Eucharist 

following Jesus’ command to his disciples to share what we have received. Trust God and there will even be 

leftovers. 

 
“The Lord Jesus, on the night he was handed over, took bread, and, after he had given thanks, broke it and said, „This is my body that 

is for you. Do this in remembrance of me‟” (1 Corinthians 11:23-24).
